working together to increase seat belt use ● For the past 10 years, law enforcement in Louisiana, Mississippi, New Mexico, Oklahoma, Texas, and Indian County (NHTSA Region 6) have joined other state and local law enforcement and highway safety officials across the Nation to enforce seat belt laws and reduce highway fatalities as part of the National Click It or Ticket (CIOT) Campaign.  
MORE PEOPLE BUCKLING UP ● This year marks the tenth anniversary of the Click It or Ticket mobilization.  Since CIOT began in 2002, seat belt use in the Region has soared 16 percentage points from 73.1% before CIOT to 89.1% in 2010.  However, there is still work to do as too many high risk drivers and passengers still do not buckle up.  Tragically, teens are included in this high risk category. 
HIGH VISIBILITY ENFORCEMENT ● The proven power of stepped‐up law enforcement activities will take center stage again during the 2011 Click It or Ticket Mobilization -  May 23 through June 5.  The success of the National Click It or Ticket awareness and enforcement effort depends on participation from law enforcement agencies throughout the region and across the country.  We are counting on your support and participation.  Your efforts are key.  Through increased high-visibility enforcement, awareness activities, and earned media you can help increase teen seat belt use in your state and community.
