Diversity Fact Sheet

African-American
· In the 10-year period from 1999–2008, 43,622 African-Americans were killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes.  

· In an average year, well over 3,000 African-American vehicle occupants were killed in motor vehicle crashes.
· Approximately 62 percent of African-American passenger vehicle occupants killed in an average year were unrestrained at the time of the crash (based upon known restraint use).
· Of those killed as occupants of passenger vehicles, 52 percent of African-American children (ages 14 and under) were unrestrained at the time of the crash — the highest percentage among any race or ethnicity.
· In light trucks, 68 percent of African-Americans killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes were not buckled up. 

Hispanic
· In the 10-year period from 1999–2008, 46,353 Hispanics were killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes.  

· Hispanics have experienced significant increases in motor vehicle traffic fatalities.
· In an average year, more than 4,000 Hispanic vehicle occupants were killed in motor vehicle crashes.
· Approximately 55 percent of Hispanic passenger vehicle occupants killed in an average year were unrestrained at the time of the crash (based upon known restraint use).
· Of those killed as occupants of passenger vehicles, 51 percent of Hispanic children (ages 14 and under) were unrestrained at the time of the crash.

· In light trucks, 64 percent of Hispanics killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes were not buckled up.
Native American
· In the 10-year period from 1999–2008, 6,310 Native Americans were killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes.  

· In an average year, more than 500 Native American vehicle occupants were killed in motor vehicle crashes.
· Approximately 75 percent of Native American passenger vehicle occupants killed in an average year were unrestrained at the time of the crash (based upon known restraint use).
· Of those killed as occupants of passenger vehicles, 42 percent of Native American children (ages 14 and under) were unrestrained at the time of the crash.
· In light trucks, 78 percent of Native Americans killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes were not buckled up.[image: image2.jpg]0"
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
