Click It or Ticket
· The national Click it or Ticket seat belt enforcement mobilization is from May 23 to June 5.
· Although seat belt use is required in any company vehicle, make it a requirement for your personal vehicle, too.  The risk of a fatal crash is just as high on and off-the-job.
· In 2009, more than 23,000 people in passenger vehicles were killed in traffic crashes nationwide, and over half of those killed were not buckled up.

· Just because you’re a good driver, doesn’t mean you won’t be involved in a crash.  On average in 2009, one law-enforcement-reported crash happened every six seconds. 

· There were an estimated 5,505,000 police-reported motor vehicle traffic crashes in 2009, and an average of 93 people died in motor vehicle crashes every day.
· The risks of a fatal crash are highest for nighttime drivers and passengers and young adults. 
· In 2009, 3,349 young men and women ages 16–20 were killed in motor vehicle crashes, and well over half were unbuckled at the time of the fatal crash.
· No matter what age, anyone risks dying in a fatal crash if they do not wear seat belts.
· In 2009, seat belts saved an estimated 12,713 lives — why risk driving unbuckled when seat belts are so effective?
· Protect yourself, your family, and your friends from tragedy.  Use a seat belt every time you get into a vehicle.
