Click it or Ticket 2011, the national seat belt enforcement mobilization, will be held May 23 to June 5, 2011 
· In 2009, there were an estimated 5,505,000 police-reported motor vehicle traffic crashes, resulting in 33,808 fatalities and 2,217,000 injuries.
· Motor vehicle crashes cost employers billions of dollars each year in sick leave, health care costs, life and disability insurance for crash victims, lost productivity, property damage, and the immeasurable cost of lives lost.

· Many of these losses impact our state, as (#) passenger vehicle occupants were killed in traffic crashes in (state) in 2009.
[Louisiana - 579; Mississippi - 561; New Mexico - 261; Oklahoma - 552; Texas - 2,155]
· In (state), (#) percent of those killed in passenger vehicle crashes were unbuckled, where belt use is known. 

[Louisiana - 61; Mississippi - 68; New Mexico - 48; Oklahoma - 55; Texas - 44]
· Although seat belt use is required in any company vehicle, make it a requirement for your personal vehicle, too, when the risk of a fatal crash is higher — especially for young adults and nighttime drivers and passengers. 
· In 2009, 3,349 passenger vehicle occupants ages 16–20 were killed in traffic crashes, and well over half of those killed were unbuckled.  
· Of the passenger vehicle occupants killed in nighttime traffic crashes, nearly two-thirds (62 percent) were not wearing seat belts.
· Whether you’re a driver or passenger, young or old, driving during the day or night — wearing a seat belt is the easiest way to protect yourself from death or injury in a crash.  
· In 2009, the use of seat belts in passenger vehicles saved an estimated 12,713 lives; (#) of those were in (state).
