[LE Agency] Reports 2012 Click It or Ticket Results

[City, State] – [LE Organization] today announced that it ticketed <# TBD> motorists for not wearing seat belts during the May 21–June 3, Click It or Ticket seat belt enforcement mobilization.  During the mobilization, officers reached out to teenagers to increase their seat belt use, since teens have the lowest seat belt use of any age group.  Law enforcement looked for violators around the clock, increasing patrols on roads that heavily traveled by teens.
Worn correctly, seat belts reduce the risk of fatal injury by 45 percent for front-seat passenger car occupants — and by 60 percent for pickup truck, SUV, and van occupants.  Yet nearly 4,000 teenagers ages 16 to 20 die in traffic related crashes every year, largely due to low seat belt use.
