Morning Announcement 1

Prom and graduation are both coming up and can be two of the most exciting days of your life.  But make sure the excitement is caused by fun and anticipation, not by fear and apprehension.  Sadly, for many teens each year events like prom and graduation start with a short drive — and end with a deadly crash.  So from now on, commit to wearing your seat belt.  Save the drama, and bring on the fun.      

Morning Announcement 2

How will you be remembered this year?  Will you be making headlines for your achievements, or will the headlines look like one of these… Student Killed on the Way to Pick Up Prom Tux or Car Accidents Sends Teen to Hospital Hours After Graduation?  Buckle up.  It may not make the news, but it could keep you from being remembered by a tragic, front page story.  
Morning Announcement 3

Prom can be expensive; the dress, tux, shoes, limo, dinner, and after-prom costs all add up.  But you can save yourself from one additional expense — the cost of a ticket — if you’re caught by the police driving without your seat belt.  Buckle up, you’ll keep your cash and keep yourself safe!    

Morning Announcement 4

If you knew a way to help you and your friends live longer, you’d make it happen, right?  Unfortunately, over half the teens in the U.S. ignore a very simple way to keep them safe from harm… SEAT BELTS!  In 2009, the use of seat belts in passenger vehicles saved more than 13,000 lives, but more than half of the teens killed in crashes each year weren’t buckled.  Be a great friend and make sure your friends buckle up when you’re riding together, especially during dangerous times like prom night.  
Morning Announcement 5

As a teen, you are more likely to die or be injured in a crash than any other time in your life.  Prom and graduation are particularly dangerous times when drinking and driving is often involved.  But the good news is that protecting yourself is easy.  Wearing a seat belt is the absolute best way to protect yourself and your passengers from severe injury or death in the event of a crash.  Secure your future — buckle up. 
Morning Announcement 6

Pinning a corsage just right can be difficult.  So can adjusting your graduation cap.  But it’s a lot easier to put on your most important prom and graduation accessory — your seat belt.  Make sure to buckle up to and from prom, graduation, and every other trip you take.  If you’re caught unbuckled, you might not be able to afford any other accessories, thanks to a seat belt fine!
Morning Announcement 7

There are so many choices for what to wear to prom or graduation, but there’s one obvious choice — your seat belt.  Car crashes are the number one killer of teens, but they don’t have to be.  Be smart, be safe, and pledge to buckle up!
Morning Announcement 8

Shoes, tie, corsage, tiara, and seat belt: one of these is the most important accessory you can wear to the prom — do you know which one?  Although you might think seat belts are the obvious choice, over half of the 4,000 teens killed every year in car crashes didn’t seem to think seat belts were important.  Not wearing a seat belt is deadly.  Buckle up.

Got a sweet ride lined up for the prom?  Buckle up, or you may not get to choose your ride home.  Remember, crashes are the number one killer of teens, but wearing you seat belt can keep you from going home in an ambulance, or worse, a hearse. 
Morning Announcement 10

A wrecked car at night is not exactly what you pictured for your “Night Under the Stars” prom theme…  But crashes do happen.  In fact, the fatality rate for drivers ages 16 to 19 is four times higher than for drivers ages 25 to 69.  So be prepared — always wear your seat belt.
