Teen Outreach Ideas
At school drop-off and pick-up locations, have teens hold signs aimed at driving parents.  Signs can have messages such as, “I care about your son/daughter.  Please remind them to buckle up so I can see them again tomorrow.”

Plan a flash mob at lunch, where designated students all stand at a planned time and pledge to buckle up.  The students can use a song or chant to grab attention. 

Send an E-card for teens reminding them to buckle up, targeted toward specific events like homecoming and graduation.
Place an ad, quote or statistic on sporting event programs, reminding teens to buckle up on their way home from the game. 

For prom, dances, school rallies, or other big school events, construct memorials for teens lost in car crashes and place at exits, catching students’ attention as they leave.  For example, make a memorial out of prom corsages at the prom exit.  

Encourage students to put seat belt messages on graduation caps to make a statement during the ceremony.   

Put fliers under windshield wipers or place static bumper stickers/window clings on cars in school parking lots that remind students to buckle up, with special messages for events like homecoming, sports events, prom and graduation.  
Have university students speak to high schools before prom and/or graduation, using positive peer pressure to encourage seat belt safety.

Utilize drama, art, marketing, and journalism clubs/departments to create school-specific seat belt campaigns aimed at prom or graduation as a public service and/or graded assignment. (Meet with teachers, administrators, and department heads of schools to arrange.) 

Create a flyer to distribute to parents of high school students making them aware of your seat belt enforcement campaign, encouraging belt use (and preventing tickets) with parental support. 

Set up a blog for schools to get involved in seat belt discussions through free sites like Blogger (www.blogger.com/start) or Live Journal (www.livejournal.com/).  Initiate conversations about increased risks around events such as prom and graduation.
Promote teen belt use from Mother’s Day to Father’s Day (including during the May Click It or Ticket mobilization and your community’s teen belt enforcement period).  Focus on the best gift teens can give to their parents — their commitment to buckle up.  A mother and/or a father who have lost an unbelted teen driver could speak at schools to promote teen belts and CIOT, and could be arranged near prom and graduation dates. [image: image1.jpg]
