National teen driver’s safety week 2011 
sample mayor’s proclamation 

Whereas, October 16 to 22 is recognized as National Teen Driver Safety Week; and

Whereas, in our community and across the nation, traffic crashes are taking the lives of our youth; and

Whereas, every year, nearly 4,000 teenagers ages 16–20 were killed in traffic crashes; and

Whereas, teens have the lowest seat belt use of any age group; and

Whereas, teens have higher fatality and injury rates in traffic crashes than any other age group and are involved in 3 times as many fatal crashes as other drivers; and 

Whereas, the overwhelming majority of teen crashes are caused by inexperience and distractions; and 

Whereas, passengers in the vehicle are a major cause of distractions, and adding just one passenger doubles the fatal crash risk for a teen driver; and

Whereas, nighttime is even more dangerous — around two-thirds of the 16 to 20 year olds who die in passenger vehicle crashes at night are not buckled up; and
Whereas, let’s reach out to teens to teach them the importance of safe driving and seat belts, by far the most effective safety feature in vehicles that save over 10,000 lives each year; and
