Sample Mayor’s Proclamation Supporting

Teen Seat Belt Campaign & Click It or Ticket Enforcement Mobilization

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Note to users: The information in the sample below reflects key points for the Click It or Ticket campaign. You can use this sample to develop your own proclamation.
Whereas, in our community and throughout the nation, tragic injuries and deaths from traffic crashes is a problem that must be solved; and
Whereas, the simple solution can be found right over your shoulder – it’s your seat belt; and
Whereas, yet in 2007, nearly 30,000 people in passenger vehicles were killed in traffic crashes nationwide; and 

Whereas, half of those killed were not buckled up; and 
Whereas, teens are at the greatest risk, with traffic crashes the leading cause of death for teenagers in America; and
Whereas, nationally in 2007, 4,540 teens, ages 16-20, were killed in motor vehicle crashes, and 61 percent were unrestrained, where restraint use was known, at the time of the fatal crash; and
Whereas, research shows that seat belts are the most effective safety feature in vehicles, saving thousands of lives each year; and
Whereas, during Click It or Ticket, state and local law enforcement will be out in full force looking for drivers and passengers of all ages who are not buckled up; and
Whereas, the mobilization has expanded into a “round the clock” campaign, including both day and night enforcement activities to convince more drivers and passengers to buckle up; and
Whereas, the Click It or Ticket enforcement mobilization will run May 18 – 31; and
