
Among passenger vehicle occupants ages 
4 and older in 2007, seat belts saved an 
estimated 15,147 lives. Another 5,024 
lives could have been saved if seat belts 
were worn at the time of every crash.

Thousands of teens die each year because 
they weren’t wearing seat belts. In 2008, 
83 students were killed in car crashes in 
Mississippi – 60 of those were unbelted.

As the driver, let everyone know your 
rule about buckling up.

Buckle up 
and stay inside to stay alive.

Wearing your seat belt is free. Not wearing 
it could cost you your life.
